1.1 Module description
	
The module will be of interest to students wishing to critically explore theoretical and practical applications relating to international public health and the management of population health.

This module aims to enable students to examine the key public health principles and factors that contribute to an international public health discipline as well as develop a good understanding of the public health spectrum.

These key principles include an in-depth examination of global health, exploring health and health inequalities globally, taking into account international health systems and economies as well as the key public health principles such as health protection, disease notification, collaborative working and management of major public health incidents nationally and globally
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1.2 Module aims

	This module aims to enable students to examine the key public health principles and factors that contribute to an international public health discipline as well as develop a good understanding of the public health spectrum.
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1.3 Module learning outcomes 
	Personal and Transferable Skills
1. Ability to utilise and assess public health data and health information from a variety of sources, to critically discuss and address complex Public Health issues and inform Public Health practice.

2. Work collaboratively with other colleagues as a team member to contribute to Public Health discussions and scenarios.

Research Knowledge and Cognitive Skills

1. Demonstrate a critical understanding of the portfolio of public health and its functions both nationally and internationally.

2. Employ critical thinking to consider complex and abstract public health ideas and issues, whilst developing evidence-based responses to contemporary public health theoretical discourses.

3. Demonstrate a detailed knowledge of national and international public health mechanisms and processes in order to address significant areas of both theory and practice.

2. Demonstrate ability to critically discuss the implementation and evaluation of public health interventions or improvements, recognising areas of good practice and innovation in the context of reliable evidence.
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2. Strategies and approaches to learning

2.1 Learning and teaching activities
	This module will be taught over a 15-week semester, with weekly sessions for taught materials (lectures) and in-class exercises.  

In Week 8 of the delivery of this module the session will be a full event day in which attendance students will take part in a simulated public health event.  Students will play different roles and experience a mock management of a public health incident. The write-up of which constitutes 40% of the student's final grade.  

Formative opportunity: Tutorials will be offered at mid point in the module as an opportunity to provide feedback on assessment preparation.

Learning and teaching strategies for attendance include mainly seminars, IT practicals, guided independent study, tutorial support and supervision.  Within seminars the focus is on student-led debate and discussion to challenge students, develop their ability to think critically and support students in developing the skills to defend their standpoint on issues relevant to their research and practice development, thus supporting students to become more articulate.  Students will have the opportunity to practice their oral defence skills within seminars.  IT practicals will include a range of individual and group activities to support students in developing practical skills in database searching, and using relevant software packages for referencing and data analysis.  Individual tutorial support will be utilised to support students’ learning throughout all the modules.  All learning materials and reading lists are placed on the Virtual Learning Environment (VLE) and all attendance students will be encouraged to use this regularly throughout their study

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4. Assessments
	Component 1 (40%)  
The first part requires the student to write a 1500 word case study based on a mock simulated event (40% of final mark).  The case study will examine the partnership working between professionals in the management of a public health incident.  Students will learn the key allied health professionals and first responders involved in immediate response as well as strategic public health planning that precedes the event and how all partners must successfully work together for the safety of the public's health.  The case study should examine who was involved, what responsibilities do the key partners have, why is it essential to work together and how can the safety of population health be protected in the future from similar incidents.

For students who are unable to attend in person the simulated event on campus, there will be some online videos and learning materials available via the VLE to support students in engaging with the case study and being able to fully experience the event.

Submission is Semester 1, Week 8 – event/hand in Week 10; December 2018

Learning outcomes addressed: PT2, RKCS1, PS1.

Component 2 (60%)
Students will submit a "Global Health Essay" of 2,500 words.  Students can choose from a selection of topics to critically explore from a global perspective, some examples can include; mental health, obesity, maternal health, (mortality), tuberculosis, diabetes and other relevant public health issues.  The essay will critically explore and discuss global health systems in the recording, identification, treatment, management and communication related to the student topic.  This will constitute 60% of the final mark for this module.

Submission is Semester 1, Week 13.
